“We are so excited to present Jacquie
with our first Heritage Award,” said
A’Lelia Bundles, Chair and President
of the Foundation. “We are inspired
by Jacquie’s personal passion for
history and her commitment to
preserving documents that celebrate
our nation’s heritage.”

The Heritage Award recognizes
individuals, corporations, and
organizations whose deeds are
consistent with the Foundation’s
mission of educating, enriching, and
inspiring a deeper appreciation of 
our country’s heritage through the
collected evidence of its history.

A lifelong businesswoman,
philanthropist, and advocate for
women’s education, Ms. Mars was 

honored for her support of the
National Archives as well as other
arts and cultural institutions in
Washington, DC. 

In 2011, she, along with Mars,
Incorporated, supported the National
Archives Experience exhibition
“What’s Cooking, Uncle Sam?” As
Chairman of the Board of Trustees 
of the Washington National Opera,
Ms. Mars played an instrumental role

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When Society members and other special
guests of the Foundation for the National
Archives gathered to honor Jacqueline
Badger Mars with the Heritage Award
this fall, they were greeted by a longtime
friend of the National Archives: David
M. Rubenstein.

Rubenstein, a fellow philanthropist and
friend who shares Mars’ passion for the
arts, history, and culture, served as Chair
of the Foundation’s annual Gala and
award ceremony on November 13.

Rubenstein and Mars have joined forces
to promote such cultural institutions as
the Kennedy Center and Washington 

National Opera, and have contributed 
individually to support the mission of the
National Archives and its Foundation. 

“We are honored to have David 
Rubenstein serve as Chair of our annual
Gala,” said A’Lelia Bundles, Chair and
President of the Foundation. “David
shares Jacquie’s passion for preserving
original historical records as well as her
devotion to the National Archives, our
nation’s record keeper. We are delighted
that he can join us.”

Rubenstein is also a fellow Foundation
honoree: He was presented with the
Records of Achievement Award during
the 2011 Gala.

Rubenstein has lent his rare copy of the
1297 Magna Carta for public display at
the National Archives, and has generously
donated $13.5 million to the Foundation
in support of an expanded exhibition
space and orientation lobby at the 
National Archives Building. A new 
David M. Rubenstein Gallery, showcasing
Magna Carta along with exhibits explor-
ing records relating to the struggle for
rights by women, African Americans, and
immigrants, is scheduled to open in 2013.

On October 11, Society members joined
many other members of the National
Archives community to celebrate the
opening of “To the Brink: JFK and the
Cuban Missile Crisis” at the National
Archives’ Lawrence F. O’Brien Gallery. 

Created by the National Archives and its
John F. Kennedy Presidential Library and
Museum in Boston, where it will go on
display in April 2013, the exhibit uses 
secret recordings from the White House to
walk the visitor through the harrowing de-
cisions made during the 13 days of the
Cuban Missile Crisis in 1962. 

The evening included an elegant cocktail
reception, tours of the exhibition, and a
program of remarks in the nearby 
Rotunda Galleries. 

The Foundation has published an 
accompanying exhibition catalog, also 
titled To the Brink, and worked with lead
sponsor AT&T to create a free app for 
the iPad and a microsite for all browsers.

President, where she was responsible for
the development of new food products
and strategic marketing of those
products. She retired as an associate in
2001, but continues to serve as a strategic
adviser to the business.

A lifelong lover of animals, Ms. Mars
now owns a working farm specializing 
in organic farming and equine training,
supports the United States Olympic
Equestrian Team, and serves on the
Board of Trustees of the United States
Equestrian Team Foundation.

Archives’ new location in New York City at the end of
October, where they were welcomed by Archivist of the
United States David S. Ferriero, New York Congressman
Jerrold Nadler, and Foundation Chair and President A’Lelia
Bundles. During the event, Society members enjoyed exclusive
preview tours of the Welcome Center, Learning Center, and
Research Center, as well as the National Archives
Experience’s first New York exhibition, “The World’s Port:
Through Documents of the National Archives.” 

Previously located on Varick Street, the National Archives at
New York City is now sharing space in the Alexander
Hamilton U.S. Custom House with the National Museum of
the American Indian. The spaces will open to the public by

the end of the year. The new
location at One Bowling
Green in lower Manhattan
will provide not only
expanded records storage
and research space, but also
a Welcome Center with a
special exhibition gallery
and a Learning Center.
