I have written to you previously on this matter.

Over the past five months, I have been totally
frustrated by the lack of action by your office and the
Department of Justice on my charges. Even though all of
the charges of misconduLct have been substantiated and
documented, the lack of response and concern is appalling.
I have exhausted all of my appeals and I am awaiting
execution of mv sentence. -

Justice department officials have warned
and myself against taking my story to the press

because it would hinder their investigation. It now
appears that this.is my only recourse.

Although your public image is one of accessability
and concern, I f-ind that in reality this is not the case.
