The major force, which calls itself the Segundo Freate
Nacional del Escambray (SFNE, Second National Front of the Escambray),
consists of former students, mambers of the Organizacion Autentica (0A,
Authentic Organization, followers of Carlos PRIO,. formar president of Cuba),’
and members of the Partido del Pueblo Cubsno (Ortodoxo), including follow- , t
ers of Emilio OCHOA.l Organisational details of the SFNE are givea in
paregraph 11 below. The two miner groups are the Directorio Revolusione
ario (DR, Revolutionary Directorats, a student revolut%omry organiza=
ticn) with about 100 men under Rolando CUBELA Secadesjc and the 26 of
July Revolutionary Movement with 164 men under Ernesto "Che" GUEVARA.

The SFNE members see thazselves as the answer to the threat posed by the
26 of July movement. While they desire to see BATISTA and his clique
driven out, they are not extyemists and would co-operate with the Cuban
Amy tovard the accomplishment of this end.
